NLEA Scholarship
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Return to the high school counselor’s office.

The New Lexington Education Association awards two scholarships annually of $1000.00 a piece.  One scholarship is for the son or daughter of a member in good standing of the NLEA and the other is for a graduating senior of New Lexington High School.  Applications are available from the President of the NLEA, the NLEA Building Representatives, the school counselor, or the high school website.

Requirements
· Graduating senior must have attended New Lexington High School all four years of high school.
· NLEA member must have maintained membership for four consecutive years including the year of application for the scholarship.
· Minimum G.P.A. of 3.3.
· Scholarship candidate must work toward a degree at an accredited four year college or university, technical college or community college.
· Have no more than eight (8) absences during his/her high school career or must attached an explanation of absences.
· Shall have no disciplinary suspensions, ie: in school or out-of-school.
Terms and Conditions
Each scholarship is a one year grant of at least $1000.00.  Check will be written to the institution chosen by the student.
Evaluation and Criteria
The scholarship candidate will be evaluated on the basis of GPA, co-curricular and extra-curricular activities, awards received, leadership, and work experience.  Financial need will be considered in the event of a tie.
Application Requirements
· A signed, hand-written essay of no more than three pages in length must be composed in the presence of the candidate’s high school guidance counselor.
· A typed autobiography of no more than two pages in length.
· Two recommendations:  one from a high school teacher, and one from an adult outside the academic community who is not a family member.
· A transcript of high school courses.
· A completed application form.
